Hi, my name is Mike Juhas and I am the new principal of Queen of Angels Regional Catholic School. I am very 

excited to be in Port Angeles, and along with my family, am enjoying my time getting to know each of you. 

I was born in New Orleans, LA, where I attended Jesuit High School.  I have Bachelorôs degrees in Business Ad-

ministration, Economics, and Classics from the University of Mississippi; and a Masterôs in Educational Leader-

ship from the University of Cincinnati.  It was during my time at Ole Miss that I felt called to serve children 

through education.  I returned home to New Orleans and began my professional career teaching middle school 

English, mathematics, and high school social studies.   I also served as Director of Student Activities and Student 

Council moderator and coached football, basketball, and tennis. 

 

In 2005, after Hurricane Katrina, I moved to China, where I taught at an international school.  It gave me the op-

portunity to teach in a school that offered multiage education.
